Wenn der Wind durch die Bédume fihrt, beginnen sie gemeinsam sich zu wiegen, zu tanzen. Vom Wind beriihrt
krauselt sich der flache See, das Licht glitzert darin und Wellen tanzen. Wenn aber ein winziges Feuer vom
Wind erfasst wird, entsteht ein wilder Feuertanz, der ganze Wilder zerstort.

Diese Bilder habe ich in Musik umgesetzt.

Wer den Wind beobachtet, stellt fest, dass er unterschiedliche Rhythmen tanzen ldsst: in den Bdumen weiche,
unregelmassig wiegende, im Feuer ebenso unregelmissige, jedoch wildere, prickelndere. Nur im See lésst er die
Wellen in regelmaissigen, ruhigen Rhythmen tanzen.

Das Werk beginnt mit fiinf starren Kldngen; sie symbolisieren eine ruhige, noch unbewegte Baumgruppe. Diese
Béume kehren in den zwei andern Sétzen wieder: zu Beginn des zweiten reflektieren sie im Wasser, und am
Ende des dritten werden sie vom Feuer zerfetzt.

Ich wurde an einem Brass Band Wettbewerb in Montreux zu dieser Musik inspiriert:

Einerseits war ich vom sehr hohen spielerischen Niveau der Brass Bands iiberwiltigt und sah all die klanglichen
Mobglichkeiten vor mir ausgebreitet, anderseits hatte ich die ziindende Idee wihrend der Mittagspause am Lac
Léman, in dessen Wellen eine leichte Brise das Sonnenlicht tanzen liess.

Beim Komponieren ging ich von der iiblichen Brass Band Formation aus (siehe oben). Diese Aufstellung ist
notig, um die verschiedenen Wechselspiele innerhalb der Band zur Geltung zu bringen.

Danses des vents de Montreux

pour brass band

Quand le vent souffle au travers des arbres, ils se mettent en mouvement et dansent ensemble. Caressé par la
brise, le lac frémit en ondes, la lumicre y scintille et des vaguelettes dansent. Mais que le vent s’empare d’un feu
minuscule, et voild une danse sauvage de flammes, détruisant des foréts entiéres.

Qui observe le vent reconnait les rythmes différents de ses danses. Doux dans les branchages, oscillants les
ramures d’une maniére désordonnée, soufflant par intermittences, une brise 1égére ou des a-coups plus violents
sur le feu, plus impétueux. Ce n’est que dans les vagues du lac qu’il fait danser des rythmes réguliers et calmes.

L’oeuvre commence par cinq accords fixes ; ils symbolisent un groupe d’arbres calmes et encore immobiles. Ces
arbres reviennent dans les deux autres mouvements : ils reflétent dans I’eau au début du deuxiéme mouvement,
et & la fin du troisiéme ils sont dévorés par le feu.

C’est lors d’un concours de brass band & Montreux que j’ai été inspiré :

D’une part j’ai été fasciné par I’excellent niveau des brass bands et par I’immense variété de qu’il m’a été donné
d’entendre, d’autre part j’ai eu I’idée de départ pendant la pause de midi au bord du lac Léman, ot une brise
légere faisait danser le soleil sur les vagues.

La composition se sert de la formation conventionnelle des brass bands (voir page précédente). Cette forme
permet de mettre en valeur les divers dialogues entre les instruments.
