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Arthur Gullidge (Composer)

English: Arthur Gullidge, renowned composer and arranger of Salvation Army brass band music, was born on
April 9, 1909 in Broken Hill to Salvationist parents, William and Emily Gullidge. After his father's death in a
mining accident, his mother took him to Tasmania, where she was reinstated as an active Salvation Army officer.
Arthur grew up in Salvation Army social homes during his childhood and was introduced to music as an adult by
Allen Sharp, who took him under his wing and taught him the cornet.

Arthur began composing music for the Salvation Army brass band and for secular publications under the name
W. Arthur Greendale. During World War II, he enlisted with several members of his band to form the core of the
2/22 Battalion Band. During his service in New Guinea, he wrote a piece of music titled "Divine Communion",
which became one of the greatest pieces of music in the history of the Salvation Army brass bands.

Unfortunately, Arthur Gullidge was captured by Japanese forces and died when the Japanese transport ship
Montevideo Maru was torpedoed by an American submarine off the coast of the Philippines on July 1, 1942. His
music continues to live on and enrich the spiritual lives of thousands of people around the world.

Francais: Arthur Gullidge, compositeur et arrangeur renommé de musique de fanfare de I'Armée du Salut, est
né le 9 avril 1909 a Broken Hill de parents membres de I’Armée du Salut, William et Emily Gullidge. Apreés le
déces de son pére dans un accident minier, sa mére I'a emmené avec elle en Tasmanie, ol elle a été réintégrée
en tant qu'officiére active de I'Armée du Salut. Arthur a grandi dans les foyers sociaux de I'Armée du Salut
pendant son enfance et a été initié a la musique a I'dge adulte par Allen Sharp, qui I'a pris sous son aile et lui a
enseigné le Cornet.

Arthur a commencé a composer de la musique pour la fanfare de I'Armée du Salut et pour des publications séculaires sous le nom de W. Arthur
Greendale. Pendant la Seconde Guerre mondiale, il s'est enr6lé avec plusieurs membres de sa fanfare pour former le noyau de la fanfare du bataillon
2/22. Pendant son service en Nouvelle-Guinée, il a écrit une piéce de musique intitulée "Divine Communion", qui est devenue I'une des plus grandes
piéces de musique de I'histoire des fanfares de I'Armée du Salut.

Malheureusement, Arthur Gullidge a été capturé par les forces japonaises et est décédé lorsque le navire de transport japonais Montevideo Maru a
été torpillé par un sous-marin américain au large des cotes philippines le ler juillet 1942. Sa musique continue de vivre et d'enrichir la vie spirituelle
de milliers de personnes dans le monde entier.

Deutsch: Arthur Gullidge, ein bekannter Komponist und Arrangeur von Blasmusik der Heilsarmee, wurde am 9. April 1909 in Broken Hill als Sohn
der Heilsarmee-Mitglieder William und Emily Gullidge geboren. Nachdem sein Vater bei einem Bergwerksunglick ums Leben gekommen war, nahm
ihn seine Mutter mit nach Tasmanien, wo sie wieder als aktive Heilsarmeeoffizierin eingesetzt wurde. Arthur wuchs in Heilsarmee-Einrichtungen
wahrend seiner Kindheit auf und wurde als Erwachsener von Allen Sharp, der ihn unter seine Fittiche nahm und ihm das Kornettspiel beibrachte, mit
Musik vertraut gemacht.

Arthur begann, Musik fir die Brassband der Heilsarmee und fiir weltliche Veroffentlichungen unter dem Namen W. Arthur Greendale zu komponieren.
Wé&hrend des Zweiten Weltkriegs meldete er sich zusammen mit mehreren Mitgliedern seiner Band, um den Kern der 2/22. Bataillonskapelle zu
bilden. Wahrend seines Einsatzes in Neuguinea schrieb er ein Musikstliick mit dem Titel "Goéttliche Kommunion", das zu einem der groBten Musikstlicke
in der Geschichte der Brassbands der Heilsarmee wurde.

Leider wurde Arthur Gullidge von japanischen Streitkréften gefangen genommen und starb, als das japanische Transportschiff Montevideo Maru am 1.
Juli 1942 vor der Kiste der Philippinen von einem amerikanischen U-Boot torpediert wurde. Seine Musik lebt weiter und bereichert das geistliche
Leben von Tausenden von Menschen auf der ganzen Welt.

Kevin Horner (Arranger)

English: Aged 7 years old, Kevin started playing the Cornet and the Tenor Horn leading to him eventually joining the
prestigious Yorkshire Schools Brass Band led by Geoffrey Brand and Dennis Carr. He went on to study the French Horn
under the tutelage of Walter Hargreaves before joining the Staff Band of the Royal Marines School of Music, allowing
him to perform around the world.

Kevin passed his Bandmasters course with distinction, obtained a Diploma of the Royal Academy of Music (LRAM) in
conducting, and served as the Volunteerband Bandmaster on the HMS Invincible. Throughout his musical career, Kevin
has been involved in the Salvation Army as a conductor and instructor for brass band and choral music and formed the
Salvation Army Divisional Youth Band for the Southeast.

Kevin is the principal Horn and resident transcriber of SASWE and is also actively involved with several musical groups
across Kent. To date, Kevin has published multiple arrangements of religious and secular music including ‘God So Loved
the World’, ‘A Fanfare of Praise’ and ‘Montreal Citadel’.

Francgais: A 7 ans, Kevin a commencé a jouer du Cornet et du Baryton, ce qui I'a finalement amené a rejoindre le
prestigieux Yorkshire Schools Brass Band dirigé par Geoffrey Brand et Dennis Carr. Il a ensuite étudié le cor frangais
sous la tutelle de Walter Hargreaves avant de rejoindre la Fanfare du Royal Marines School of Music, ce qui lui a permis
de se produire dans le monde entier.

Kevin a réussi ses cours de direction avec distinction, a obtenu un dipléme de la Royal Academy of Music (LRAM) en direction d'orchestre et a servi en
tant que directeur bénévole sur le HMS Invincible. Tout au long de sa carriére musicale, Kevin a été impliqué dans I'Armée du Salut en tant que chef
d'orchestre et instructeur de musique pour fanfare et choeur, et a formé la Fanfare de la Jeunesse de I'Armée du Salut pour le Sud-Est.

Kevin est le cor principal et transcripteur résident du SASWE et est également activement impliqué dans plusieurs groupes musicaux a travers le
Kent. A ce jour, Kevin a publié plusieurs arrangements de musique religieuse et laique, dont ‘God So Loved the World’, ‘A Fanfare of Praise’ et

Blasorchester und Chormusik bei der Heilsarmee tétig und griindete die Divisional Youth Band der Heilsarmee fir den Stdosten.

Kevin ist der Haupthornist und standige Transkriptor des SASWE und ist auch aktiv in mehreren Musikgruppen in ganz Kent involviert. Bis heute hat
Kevin mehrere Arrangements religidoser und weltlicher Musik veréffentlicht, darunter ‘God So Loved the World’, ‘A Fanfare of Praise’ und ‘Montreal
