English: He was born 6th July 1971 in the town of J6nkodping, Sweden. His father was
a military musician, music teacher and conductor of a local church brass band, so
David came into contact with brass music very early. He began to play the cornet at
the age of 8, and very quickly developed his skills playing in local brass bands, wind
bands and big bands.

At the age of 16 he begun to study trumpet with Bengt Eklund at the Academy of
Music in Goéteborg. That also led to playing with the Goteborg Brass Band from
1988-1997, seven years as principal cornet. From 1990 to 1993 he was a member of
the Gustav Mahler Youth Orchestra under the conductor Claudio Abbado. In 1993 he
joined the professional wind band Goteborg Wind Orchestra (at the time called
Goteborgsmusiken and now also called The Swedish Airforce Band) with which he
has made numerous recordings.

For 10 years David was principal cornet with the Windcorp Brassband and also the
resident composer of the same band. He started to write music in his early teens
and has written and arranged music mostly for winds and brass. One of the
highlights in his composing career was when the Windcorp Brassband played his
"Sequences” as a free choice test piece at the European Brass Band Championship in
Oslo 2013. Since 2007 David is one of two conductors of the Brass Band in the
Bethlehem Church in Géteborg.

Since 2018 he also has a part time position as Orchestra Coordinator at the Academy of Music and Drama at the
University of Goteborg.
